Ribbons, trims, lace, twine

Transparencies, optional

Sewing machine, optional (I always sew
on something, I can’t help it!)

Album with page protectors (Get a good
one that can take extra page protectors!)

Craft knife, metal ruler and self-healing

Dry adhesive, wet adhesive, glue dots,
pop dots, foam squares, whatever you

Distress Ink pads, walnut ink sprays,
chalks in black or brown
